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PROFESSIONAL QUALIFICATIONS
· I am trained in Mass Communication and skilled in print journalism. Since January 2010 till till date, m working with the Hindi Daily Dainik Bhaskar as Health reporter, Chandigarh. After my joining in Dainik Bhaskar, my stories are as follows: 

1. Carpal Tunnel Syndrome: This is a Computer borne disease. Disease mainly affects the grip of hand and affects the functioning of fingers. This is due to long working hours on Computer and due to wrong posture of hand being placed on keyboard. 

2. 15 Residents left PGI in 15 months: Harassment to residents make them to leave pioneer institute PGIMER. Faculty rude behaviour pulls residents into depression. As a result some residents committed suicide. 

3. Non Licensed Security Agency In, Licensed Agency Out: Government Hospital, PGIMER, Government Banks, Law Institute etc. all allowed Non licensed Agency to work for them, ignoring the fact that it is illegal to appoint such agencies in any institution. DC office stands mum before its own rules. 

4. Dr. Talwar, Will u allow any of your patients to work 18 hours continuously? : PGI residents upset with the death of their colleague Dr. Nagendra. They gave this memorandum to PGI director and asked these questions.  
· November 2009 to January 2010, I worked with new venture of Good Morning India Aaj Samaj as Staff Correspondent. Being part of launching team I did many stories of Health:
1. Isse inka apradh to kam nahi hota. (This story was based on Nari Niketan Mentally Retarded girl, who gave birth to a girl out of rape. And DNA matched to Ashreya Security Guard. Whereas she was gangue raped in Asherya and Nari Niketan both. Except this on the day of arrest of fifth culprit, I made five different angle stories on this issue as I was the one who exposed this case happening in UT administered institutions in May 18, 2009 being reporter in Hindustan.)

2. UT sachiv ko abhi bhi hai shikayat ka intzaar (Ruchika case, in which UT secretary Ram Niwas was in wait of grieving party, as he can always ask and take action on the School Authority on the cognizance of media reports on basis of suo motto. After this, UT Secretary took action on School.). 
3. Bacchon ke liye zindagi ek bojh (This is based on Depression among School Children of Chandigarh. This is a research done by Doctors of city.)
4. Swine flu se nahi pneumonia se marr rahe hain bacche (3000 children in city dies due to pneumonia rather than swine flu. Till date 9 deaths happened in city out of 54 deaths due to swine flu.). 
5. Corridor mein ghumne ke 100 rupee (National Institute of Nursing Institute ki Principal applied stupid rules in hostels, where 100 rupee charge for roaming in corridor, water left in buket would be charged rupee hundred and many more.).
· I had been working with The Hindustan, Hindi Daily, in Chandigarh from June 2008 to November 2009. I Covered Health, Family Court, Central Research Institutes, Human Angle Stories whenever asked to do so.

1. Exposed Nari Niketan Rape Case:  Did many stories on Nari Niketan, all exclusives being my forte. This issue is debatable among many parts of societies. Till the time of pregnancy to delivery, it is not only a talk of town but the whole country had given it a thought. 
2. Malvika Murder Case: A PG girl eloped by friend to Kasauli. The car they drove fell into gorge. It was planned murder by friends. 

3. Rakesh Medical Negligency Case: PGI referred a serious patient to Himachal in crucial condition. He died on the way to destination. I exposed this story and on this Punjab and Haryana High Court passed ruling to PGI to look into matter. 

4. Mohali mein bhi hai ek Ghajini: This was the as similar case of short term memory loss case, anterograde amnesia.
5. Paida kar kaat dente hai betiyan (This story was based on Girl Child Killing including Female Foeticide, in it many dead bodies of girl child found in dustbins situated in city. This story was done on daughters’ day. )
· I had been working with Dainik Bhaskar, Patiala from 2006 to June 2008. Exposed the realities of Quila Mubarak. I covered Health, Central Departments, Human Angle Stories. 

1. Sharamnak: This story based on the National Flag, which had been flown below the sign of Chand Tarra; the sign Ahmed Shah Abdali. Abdali was the founder of Wadda Ghallu Ghara in Punjab at 1762. At that Patiala Maharaja Baba Ala Singh bestowed before him and whole state was given Baba Ala Singh in gift by Abdali. He (Baba Ala Singh) ditched Punjabis. On Reaction of this Series played three days, done in Bhaskar pullout Patiala, The Central Government asked the Patiala Administration to take action and flag the National Flag on another Pole.

2. Rajindra Mein Kaise Na Failegi Infection: The surgery patients were not provided Autoclave dresses. Due to this Patients were having skin problems and many Hospital Acquired Infections. On this Punjab Health Department passed enquiry. 

3. Rajindra Ka Glucose Na Baba Na:  The Glucose is prepared in premises of Rajindra Hospital only but required conditions are not fulfilled by hospital administration. On result of this patients are getting fungas infected. 
4. Kaun lagayega ventishauf: Story is based on the requirement to place ventilators for sewerage gases. This was eloped from city. 
5.  Sapna ban kar reh gaya Trauma Centre: The 500 crore project of Trauma Centre by Alumni Association of Rajindra Hospital vanished due to delays.
